WASC 2000 Recommendation 
1.That the Director of the library, middle and upper school faculty plan and extend the instruction begun in the primary school into the sixth through twelfth grades in order to better prepare San Domenico students to meet the demands of a college preparatory program.
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Beginning in the 06-07 school year, library staff will begin implementing and teaching the new Information Literacy Scope & Sequence in collaboration with classroom teachers from Kindergarten through 12th grade. · Evaluates and synthesizes the information collected and can present information in a variety of formats (print, oral, multi-media) 
· Uses technology effectively as a tool to facilitate and enhance their own learning
· Reflects on the learning process and findings for future modification.
